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Cluster 1 – Tomina Saveanu
Research topics to be developed:
1. Mental health of students: analysis and prevention strategies 
2. Nutrition education for health professionals  
3. Chronic respiratory disease factors (risks) – occupational specific impact and tools to prevent and insure workability if people with chronic respiratory disease 
4. Personalized/precision medicine and care  / nanomedicine –
5. Sports and wellbeing 
6. Occupational health 
        Extra topics listed: One Health and Digital health. 
        BiPs or summer schools – all partners are interested but will be further discussed in autumn. 

Cluster 2 – Federico Righi
They have drafted first ideas of projects on the following topics: primary production, plant, animals; food transformation, residues and waste management including recycling. Broad projects because. They’re exploring the possibility to interact with other clusters especially collaborations with cluster 6. 
They’re also interested in research innovation actions, and they might apply to two different calls. It will be decided in the next weeks. 
It’s also a seed meeting for the clusters so the projects are at their beginning. 
Cluster 3 – Ewa BURSZTA-ADAMIAK 
They had two very intensive meetings. They discussed the subclusters and they got two proposals from David Bigaud and Thomas Cauchy in the first meeting.. 
Here are the five sub clusters:
· Electronics, robotics, AI (still need to be discuss)
· Water, waste water, Stormwater, water management
· Climate neutral, circular economy and smart industries
· Resilient energy systems and renewable energies
· Digital transformation technologies for sustainable development 
In the second meeting they presented a few Horizon Europe Calls on which the group voted before. Further they decided to split the large group into little working groups in which a specific call was discussed. 
They had 16 people in the first cluster meeting in Angers and 15 in the second one. 
Ewa evokes some needs: 
- templates for project ideas
- Discussions in subclusters
- Communication with other clusters
- Identify leader projects/ for the subclusters and partners within the cluster 

The obstacles they managed to overcome are:
· Identifying calls and matchmaking researchers in subclusters. 

Cluster 4 – Sylvine Pickel Chevalier 
She introduces several projects that are more short term:
· Web seminary 
· Website EU GREEN to list all the existing offers about tourism, research, and also with opportunities for students
· Creation of a digital campus with virtual visits
· Short term: setting up a double degree for Phds 
· Put the cv of the researchers, and of alumni.
· Cycle of web conference every month, one hour. Researcher will present from every uni. 
· We can integrate that to the conferences of the tourism faculty of the UA.
· Or do something independent?
· Cycle of conferences that would take place every two years in the unis of the consortium. 
· For HE, they would select a call in the next few years. 

Cluster 5 – Assunçao Folque 
They had 13 participants on Wednesday and 15 on Thursday . 
They are clarifying the way they will work with people from WP2. 
One group is developing a seed project, baseline for EU GREEN academia. They will also work with people from other clusters. 
They managed to have remote participation.
They are looking into the possibility of contacting the European research association to start a Special Interest Group on Education for Sustainability. 
A second Seed project might develop on nontraditional students needs and educational opportunities 
They are interested in : Phd in Education for sustainability, supervision, post doc research collab. They want to use the matchmaking file. 

Cluster 6 – Victor Rolo
Victor speaks of the role that a cluster member has within the cluster, to him, cluster members are facilitators within their university. 
The next step for cluster 6 is to apply for a design measure of a Erasmus Mundus Joint Master.
The members are considering creating a BIP program as a first step to discuss ideas related to the Erasmus Mundus Joint Master.
They’re also interested in seed funding but they are waiting for the conditions. They still have to discuss it. They are two proposal, one related to Invasive species and other to the Erasmus Mundus Joint Master
They have no subclusters yet, but they have different working groups. Particularly, one about Invasive species.
They have the idea of setting up seminars every month, which would be open for the alliance. 
They will collaborate with WP5 in the organisation of a bioBlitz during next autumn, where kids will learn to identify trees and appreciate their value for society and ecosystem functioning. 

QUESTIONS
Rui Salgado: How can we integrate the researchers that are not in any clusters ?
Tomina answers that the clusters have broad scopes. It’s an issue that is easy to fix as the clusters are not limiting. 
Ewa answers that everyone involved in EU GREEN should talk about our activities within their universities, within their research teams... We are representants of the alliance: if we know there might be a chance that it interests other people, we have to spread the information and network. 
Victor: we have to be mindful with the number of participants in order to be productive. 

Question from Lars Bengtsson: what works in the meetings of the clusters? 
Sylvine Pickel Chevalier: we all have the desire to work together, which is not something to be taken for granted as not everyone wants to work on the international scale. We have to rely on this strength. 

Maria Ilheu: coming back to the question of the involvement of other people, we should also open up to their own ideas. Tomina agrees!
